S&o José dos Campos, October 16, 26mbraer announced that it will build three new
service centers in the U.S., dedicated to fullisereare for the Phenom 100, Phenom 300
and Legacy 600 aircraft. A fourth service centelt & built in 2007, at the Le Bourget
airport, in Paris, France. The investment in thev dacilities will total around US$40
million.

The criteria for selecting the service centers wheelocation and suitability of available
sites, skilled workforce in the community, airpdrifrastructure and resources, and
favorable transportation logistics for customerd anppliers.

Embraer thoroughly evaluated locations throughdw# Southeast, West Coast and
Northeast U.S., selecting Ft. Lauderdale - Hollyd/dmternational Airport, Ft. Lauderdale,
Florida; Williams Gateway Airport, Mesa, Arizonanda Bradley International Airport,
Windsor Locks, Connecticut, as sites for the newise centers. Construction for each
facility will commence in 2007 and be completeddrefthe first Embraer Phenom 100
aircraft goes into service in mid-2008.

The service
center facilities will be capable of providing fiérvice aircraft care, including routine
inspection, scheduled and unscheduled maintenandergpairs on airframe, engine,
avionics, and other systems, 24/7 assistance, emeygservices (AOG - Aircraft On
Ground Rescue/Mobile Teams), expendable and rdpaiparts stock. Services may also
include painting and interior refurbishments.
