The pilot-friendly cockpit features three intercgaable 12-inch displays — two primary flight
displays (PFD) and one multi-function display (MFDhe system integrates all primary flight,
navigation, communication, terrain, traffic, weathengine instrumentation, and crew-alerting
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system data and presents the composite informatidorilliant, sunlight-readable color on
three high-definition displays.

The Phenom 100 will comfortably accommodate foursspagers in a typical club
configuration. The generous 55 cubic feet (1.56icubeters) total baggage capacity is big
enough to store their luggage, golf bags and ekisn s

It is powered by two Pratt & Whitney Canada’s PWBEhgines with 1,615 pounds of thrust
each. Its range, with four occupants onboard andrman operating speed of Mach 0.70, will
be 1,160 nautical miles (2,148 km or 1,335 milegRhWBAA IFR reserves, 35 minutes, and
100 nm alternate; or 1,320 nautical miles (2,445ckr,519 miles) with NBAA VFR reserves,
45 minutes. The airplane is designed for shordfigkeoff performance and is capable of
flying at 41,000 feet (12,497 m). These charadiesgwill allow customers to fly nonstop from
London (UK) to Reykjavik (Iceland), Lisbon (Portdgalunis (Tunisia), Sofia (Bulgaria) or
Stockholm (Sweden) at a lower cost than competéaiveraft, including turboprops.

The Phenom 100 is priced at US$ 2.85 million in 2@onomic conditions for FAA
certification and is expected to enter service id-2008.

The Phenom 300 jet will be configured to accommedsut to nine occupants. Its large baggage
capacity of 76 cubic feet (2.15 cubic meters) wdhveniently transport passengers’ luggage,
golf bags and skis.

It is powered by two Pratt & Whitney Canada’s PWB3ngines with 3,200 pounds of thrust
each. Its range, with six occupants onboard andman operating speed of Mach 0.78, will
be 1,800 nautical miles (3,334 km or 2,071 mileghWBAA IFR reserves, 35 minutes and
100 nm alternate. The airplane is also designedsiiart field takeoff performance and is
capable of flying at 45,000 feet (13,716 meterslese capabilities will permit customers to fly
nonstop from London (UK) to Reykjavik (Iceland),ettAzores, Cairo (Egypt), Tel Aviv
(Israel) or Moscow (Russia) at a lower cost thamgetitive aircraft.
